Established by the Research Grants Council (RGC) since 2009, the “Hong Kong PhD Fellowship Scheme”

aim to recruit talented students from around the world to Hong Kong to undertake PhD studies. The

Fellowship provides the following for each awardee for three years of studies:

«Avyearly stipend of USD38,610 (~ HK$301,200); and

« Conference and research related travel allowance of USD1,61 (~ HK$12,600) per year

In addition, CityU will award each successful Fellowship recipient the Chow Yei Ching School of

Graduate Studies Entrance Scholarships at a value of USD9,930 (i.e. HK$77,496), which

cover students'tuition and on-campus hostel accommodation fees in their first year of

research studies and a full stipend to support the 4th year of PhD study. Various types of

financial support will be provided to eligible students to undertake research related
MANAGEMENT activities and to attend international academic conference.
