SYNOPSIS

A well-developed ecosystem for innovation has been an ongoing concern shared by
Australian and Japanese policymakers, practitioners, and academics. While
governments of both countries have made generous efforts in stimulating and
commercialising new technologies via innovation hubs (e.g., science parks),
outcomes of such efforts vary across hubs in different regions because physically
stand-alone facilities may not be efficient and productive. We open a dialogue among
policymakers, industries, and researchers to explore complementarity possibilities

through a two-day dual-venue forum.
